2011 BUDGET PROCESS

We have wrapped up our budget process for the current fiscal
year. The budget the elders approved and submitted to us was
for $1,146,915. During the month of February, 292 purpose cards
were submitted. Of those 56 committed to give regularly but
could not commit to a specific amount. The remaining 236 com-
mitted to give $992,110 ($19,080/ week), which is 87% of the total
requirement. This is the best response we have had since 2007. 1
am confident that we will once again meet our budget require-
ment for the year and be able to adequately fund all of the minis-
tries of this church. My thanks to you on behalf of our eld-
ers. —Blessings
