Church Financial Update (through August 2011)

August Contributions: $120,515 ($24,938 over budget need)
Year to date Contributions: $711,114 ($42,074 over budget need)
August expenses: $152,807 ($32,292 over budget)

Year to date expenses: $762,050 ($50,942 over budget)

This is what things look like on paper. We transferred funds from savings (we
have a contingency fund for major repairs) to cover A/C repairs, Harvest
House updates, and some missions expenses in the amount of $49,576. So
technically, for the year, our expenses are only (on paper) $1,366 over
budget.

Our note balance on the Family Center is $264,897. Our special offerings are
averaging $15,300/month, keeping our projected payoff date in March of 2013

faithfulness in providing for the Lord’s work here at JSCC.
