ONE WAY is a time for kids that are 4 years old thru 4th grade to learn more about God through 
videos and engaging activities offered during the sermon on Sundays. **ONE WAY does not meet 
in the months of June or December.**

There is a Nursing Mothers’ Room available to the mothers of young children in the 
congregation, located out the left front side doors of the auditorium. There is now a 

Sitting/Soothing Room where others can go to rock a child that needs a quiet 
space. This is in the former Parlor (past the women's restrooms off the lobby on the
